Events Description

1. Back to School Recital: Think of the Back to School recital as an excellent motivator to get students back into the routine of practicing and learning. Performance in any of these recitals should be from memory, unless is a duet or ensemble playing.

2. Trick or Treat Recital: students may wear costumes to match the mood or theme of their selection. Typically, small prizes are given for costumes. For example, cutest, scariest, most thematic, etc. Costumes are not by any means required, but in the past the students have seemed to enjoy this element of the Trick or Treat recital.

3. Theory Tests: Music theory is a vital aspect of music education. These tests are open to all SA affiliated students grade levels 1-12.

4. Just Boys Recital: Only male students should be entered in the Just Boys recital. This is a wonderful opportunity to showcase how cool it can be for young men to play musical instruments.

5. Winter Festival Design / Contest: Students of SAMTA teachers might have the opportunity to perform for the general public during the holiday season. Students may also participate in a T-shirt design contest.
6. Original Composition Contest: Open to all those creative students that want to express their music in writing. Must take the Fall Theory Test also.

7. Publication Contest: This activity was initiated in 1986 as a way to encourage students to research and write about music. The topics are broad to allow the student freedom of perspective. The essays should be written so that others of the same age will be able to understand them.

9. Wee Folks & Original Composition Recital: entrants in the Wee Folks recital should be no more than 8 years old. Local winners of the Original Composition contest are required to have their compositions performed on the Original Composition recital held in conjunction with the Wee Folks recital. However, they are not required to perform themselves and are free to enlist the assistance of friends in the performance of their compositions.

10. J.K. Hodges Contemporary Piano Competition: Open to any piano student from grades four through twelve who is a Texas resident or studies with a Texas-resident teacher. First, second, and third place winners from grades 4 through 12 will receive a trophy. Each student will receive judges’ comments evaluating his or her performance. At the discretion of the judges, the grade 12 winner will be eligible to receive a renewable scholarship award of up to $4,000 per year for study as an undergraduate music major at UTSA. 

11. Local Performance Contest: Open to students in grades 7-12. This is an excellent opportunity to try out performance skills under pressure. Winners will compete at the district level and then at the state level. Additional fees are required at each level.

12. Valentine Duet & Ensemble Recital: this recital provides an opportunity to both introduce piano students to the wonderful world of ensemble playing, and to attract participation from other instrumentalists.

13. World of Music Test: This is a wonderful opportunity for the students to test their knowledge of Music History. 

14. Rose Petroff Piano Competition: Open to students in grades 1-12. Students must perform one composition from Dr. Peter A. Petroff and another piece of contrasting style and composer but of equal technical difficulty. Winners will perform on May 18, 2008. Please go to www.rpftx.org for more information.

15. Masterworks Recital: Selections should be chosen from the literature of the great composers in their original form. 

16. Achievement Auditions: This is an annual event, open to all students of SAMTA teachers, regardless of age or level of ability. This is an excellent means for all of our students to receive comments and suggestions from other respected musicians. As a bonus, outstanding performers may be chosen to participate in an honors recital named Judges’ Choice Recital.

17. Judges’ Choice Recitals: honors recital for outstanding performers resulting from the Achievement Auditions.
